CLASSES
Start Time 9.00am (ALL BREEDS Minis to Drafts! Horses and Ponies) Judged on Manners & Conformation.
Ribbons to Sixth Place. Bring the youngsters as a pre-show warm-up or just for experience and fun.
If more than 3 entries In-Hand, The classes will be split by Gender.

1. Foals: In Hand
2. Yearlings: In Hand
3. Two & Three Year Old: In Hand
4. Four Years and Over: In Hand
5. Senior Years: 15 +years
6. Thoroughbred In-Hand: “From the knees Up” Judged on manners, conformation & movement
7. Best In Show & Reserve Best In Show. All First and Second winners from previous classes compete for

Best Horse or Pony In Show, In Hand.
8. Junior Handler under 18yrs
9. Adult Handler 18yrs +

All participants will enter the show ring and be asked to stand up their horse, The judge will individually ask the
handler to show the horse or pony at a walk then trot, Straight up and down and then in a triangle.
(Foals will only be asked to walk and may be accompanied by more than one person)

Lunch 30 minutes (Parade of available SPCA Dogs, and Retired Race Horses for Adoption)
NO OTHER PETS ON THE SHOWGROUND, PLEASE.

Ridden classes will be judged by horses’ way of going and manners. May be ridden English or Western will not
start before 12 noon.

10. Tattooed Thoroughbreds, Under Saddle Walk Trot
11. Tattooed Thoroughbreds, Under Saddle Walk Trot Canter
12. Tattooed Thoroughbreds, Under Saddle Walk, Trot, Canter plus four Jumps, 2’-2’6”
13. Non-Tattooed Thoroughbred, Under saddle Walk Trot
14. Non-Tattooed Thoroughbreds, Walk Trot Canter



15. Non-Tattooed Thoroughbreds, Walk, Trot, Canter plus four Jumps, 2’-2’6
Awards to Best Tattooed & Non-Tattooed Thoroughbred Under Saddle, must have entered all classes 10-
11-12 or 13-14-15

16. All Breeds Under Saddle: Walk Trot
17. All Breeds Under Saddle Walk Trot Canter
18. All Breeds Under Saddle Walk Trot Canter plus four Jumps, 2’-2’6”

Award to Best All Breed Under Saddle, must have entered all classes 16-17-18
Classes will be split into Adult and Children if more than 3 entries of each.

19. Leadline: Open to all riders under the age of 10 years, Walk only. Judged on Rider Position & Performance
20. Adult Leadline: Open to “Horsy” Mums and Dads, and “Wannabe” Riders,

MUST HAVE EXPERIENCED HORSE & HANDLER!
21. Junior Rider 12yrs and under as of Dec 31st 2007. W/T/C Judged on riding ability & Performance
22. Junior Rider 13-18yrs
23. Adult Rider 18yrs and over as of Dec 31st 2007.
24. Spouse Hack: English or Western. Walk, Trot and bending poles. (This class is a lot of fun to encourage

those devoted friends of ours to take part and have a taste of being in the judges eye, We encourage all
spouses’ to take part on safe horses, Hard hats and proper footwear required but we will not make you wear
the riding pants!)

Gymkanas, Games - OPEN TO CHILDREN AND ADULTS (Games will be demonstrated.)
25. Bending Race: Series of poles in a straight-line fastest time wins.
26. Egg & Spoon Race
27. Barrel Race: 3-barrel course, fastest time wins.
